3When King Herod heard this, he was
deeply disturbed, and all Jerusalem with
him.“So he assembled all the chief priests
and scribes of the people and asked them
where the Christ would be born.
5“In Bethlehem of Judea,” they told him,
“because this is what was written by the
prophet:
6 And you, Bethlehem, in the land
of Judah,
are by no means least
among the rulers of Judah:
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Because out of you will come
aruler

who will shepherd my people
Israel.”

’Then Herod secretly summoned the
wise men and asked them the exact time
the star appeared. 8 He sent them to Beth-
lehem and said, “Go and search carefully
for the child. When you find him, report
back to me so thatI too can go and wor-
ship him."«

9 After hearing the king, they went on
their way. And there it was — the star
they had seen atitsrising. It led them un-
til it came and stopped above the place
where the child was.

THE MASSACRE OF THE INNOCENTS

16Then Herod, when he realized that he
hadbeen outwitted by the wise men, flew
into a rage. He gave orders to massacre
all the boys in and around Bethlehem
who were two years old and under, in
keeping with the time he had learned
from the wise men. 7 Then what was spo-
ken through Jeremiah the prophet was
fulfilled:

18 A voice was heard in Ramah,

THE RETURN TO NAZARETH

19 After Herod died, an angel of the Lord
appeared in a dream to Joseph in Egypt,
20saying, “Get up, take the child and his
mother, and go to the land of Israel, be-
cause those who intended to kill the child
are dead.” 2'So he got up, took the child
and his mother, and entered the land of
Israel. 22But when he heard that Arche-
laus was ruling over Judea in place of his
father Herod, he was afraid to go there.
And being warned in a dream, he with-
drew to the region of Galilee. 22Then he
went and settled in a town called Naza-
reth to fulfill what was spoken through
the prophets, that he would be called a
Nazarene.

THE HERALD OF THE CHRIST

In those days John the Baptist came,

preaching in the wilderness of Judea
2and saying, “Repent, because the king-
dom of heaven has come near!” 3For he
is the one spoken of through the prophet
Isaiah, who said:
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A voice of one crying out
in the wilderness:
Prepare the way
for the Lord;
make his paths straight!®

4Now John had a camel-hair garment
with a leather belt around his waist, and
his food was locusts and wild honey.

TEACHING, PREACHING, AND HEALING

healing every® disease and sickness*®
among the people. 24 Then the news
about him spread throughout Syria. So
they brought to him all those who were
afflicted, those suffering from various
diseases and intense pains, the demon-
possessed, the epileptics, and the par-
alytics. And he healed them. 25Large
crowds followed him from Galilee, the
Decapolis, Jerusalem, Judea, and beyond
the Jordan.
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THE SERMON ON THE MOUNT

When he saw the crowds, he went

up on the mountain, and after he sat
down, his disciples came to him. 2Then*
he began to teach them, saying:
